When querying with signatures (formulas containing gene 

names), if the gene names contain the separator “–”, 

example (MT-ND1 + MT-CO1), the APP does not provide plot 

outputs for signatures nor generate the corresponding data 

frames (blank output) 

Notably, the individual genes plot fine, but their 

signatures (+, -, *. /, etc.) do not plot.
